Connecting, Configuring, and Testing the Video Camera
with VAB (Infinity Technology Kit Users Only)

The VAB software supports video input. Complete the following steps to
configure your computer to work with a video camera.

1. Log on as an administrator or as a user with administrator privileges.

2. Insert the PC Camera installation CD in the CD drive.

3. Click the Install Camera Driver button.

The Camera Hardware Wizard install screen opens.

4. Click the M6225 button and follow the instructions that appear on the

screen.

5. After the software and drivers have been installed, click the Finish

button.
6. Click the EXIT button.

Connect the camera USB cable to a USB port on your PC.

8. Configure the camera software and driver. Windows 2000 will find the
software automatically. Windows XP will launch the Found New
Hardware Wizard. Follow the driver configuration instructions for
Windows XP in the NI SPEEDY-33 Installation Guide.

9. Verify that the NI SPEEDY-33 is connected to another USB port

on the PC.
10. Launch VAB.
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11. Click the Open Examples button, shown at left, on the VAB tool bar.
Select the Chapter 1 tab and L01-00-02 Testing Your System
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The Testing Your System Camera worksheet will open.
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You should see video coming

from your PC camera.
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12. Run the active worksheet by clicking Run button, shown at left, on the
VAB tool bar.

The Camera block on the VAB block worksheet will display a live
video image from the camera. The Image from Camera block will
display the same video image from the NI SPEEDY-33.

- 13. After you have established that the camera and NI SPEEDY-33 are
H connected and configured properly, click the Stop button, shown at
left, on the VAB tool bar.

14. Exit VAB. Do not save changes to the worksheet.
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
